Mr. Pacheco discussed the redline copy of the fireworks ordinance to council, lots of discussion ensued. Ms. Westmark would like to see them banned, she did say she thought 2024 was better with the fireworks versus 2023. She would like more limited days to shoot off fireworks. Ms. Downs would like to see them banned due to the pets, and residents who are affected by them. She thought 2024 was a tough year for fireworks. Ms. Downs saw them being set off in the street and it would be too hard to distinguish sizes of shells if we just ban certain sizes.   Mayor Donnellon doesn’t want a total ban but would like less days allowed and for city to limit sizes of shells that can be used. Ms. Westmark as well as Mr. Feldhaus feel that if it is a total ban it will be hard to enforce. Mr. Kelly agrees with a total ban but also stated if we limit days we need to eliminate all religious days so we do not discriminate by allowing some and not others.  Council decided on allowing fireworks to be used only on Dec 31st until 1 AM and July 4th only. Mr. Pacheco will write up the changes for council at next meeting. 
Mayor Donnellon discussed the results of the fire lane meeting held at Wentworth homes, Mayor Donnellon made a motion to put fire lanes on the fire hydrant side of the street in Wentworth Homes. Mr. Camp seconded the motion, roll call vote: Mr. Camp –yes, Ms. Downs- yes, Mr. Feldhaus- yes, Mr. Kelly- yes, Ms. Kohorst- yes, Ms. Westmark- yes, and Mayor Donnellon- yes. Motion carried.
